Architect to Egypt Exploration Society’s archaeological expeditions to Tell el-Amarna, 

Upper Egypt, 1930-1932; appointed Architect Inspector, Palestine Archaeological 

Museum, February 1932; architectural work at Tell el-Amarna, December 1932-January 

1933; admitted to Register of Registered Architects of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, 

1933; on the staff of the Archaeological Survey in India, 1937; MBE; Member of the 

Society of Antiquaries. Died 25 July 1989.
