Biographical history: Wade, Harry Llewellyn (1908-1983) Royal Air Force Physical
Training Officer

Born 1903 in Norwich, Norfolk. Joined the Royal Air Force aged 18 for a period of 6
years. Became Leading Aircraftsman in 1927 and obtained a six-year extension of service,
for a total of 12 years of service (1921-1933). Promoted corporal and posted to Iraq in
1928, he served for two years in Shaibah. Obtained another extension of service for 12
years, until 1945. Moved to India in 1930, where he served first in Karachi and later in
Lahore. Retuned to England in March 1934 and was promoted to the rank of Sergeant;
worked as a pilot trainer for short term commission officers during World War 11. In April
1947 he was posted to Egypt and served there for two years. Returned to England in 1949,
he worked at the Medical Rehabilitation Unit at Chessington and was posted to Cranwell,
where he was responsible for training aircrews. He was finally posted to the Flying
Training School at Swinderby, where he remained until 1958, when he retired after 37

years of service.

Scope and content: Biographical account and photo album relating to Harry Wade’s
Royal Air Force service in Iraq and India between 1928 and 1934. The photo album
includes photos of landscapes, aircrafts, and military life, taken, ordered and labelled by
Harry Wade. It also includes photographs with an anthropological interest such as ‘Iraqi

types’ and ‘Kurdish and Indian types’.
