Educated at West Kensington Central School 1934-1938. Worked as a clerk (milk trade) and
enlisted in the Palestine Police 27 Aug 1942. Appointed as British Constable (foot) on 20
Jan 1943 and promoted to 2/B/Sgt (foot) on 1 May 1947. Served in Depot [Jenin] 1943,
Nablus 1943-1946, Samaria 1946-1947 and Jerusalem from 30 Jan 1948 until he left
Palestine on 22 May 1948. Died in Jan 2012.
