FRASER-TYTLER, Sir William Kerr (1886-1963). GB165-0326

Draft manuscript of an unpublished book ‘International Politics in the Middle East’ by Wilfrid 
Knapp consisting of 7 chapters covering events from the 1950s to 1991 including Iran 

(Mossadegh), Egypt (Suez Crisis), the oil revolution, religious fundamentalism, the 1973 

October War, Camp David, Afghanistan, the war in Lebanon and Israeli and Syrian relations 

and the Israeli-Palestinian peace process up until 1991 but with a focus on the 1980s. 1 file.
